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The project of rendering a French newspaper has seemed possible only by the ability of inserting the translation of various news items printed in American newspapers. It’s from this point of view that I have accepted the editorship. In all likelihood, the officers and other individuals who are not familiar with the native language and who are interested in the political events of this birthing nation will be pleased to be able to learn about them without having to resort to the work of translation. I shall therefore endeavor to repeat in French what the Americans will have said in their own language. Moreover, little accustomed to being printed, I need the indulgence of my readers in this enterprise. Therefore, I beg you, sirs, if this work arouses your curiosity, please protect it with your generosity. I shall endeavor to receive the announcements from those who do me the honor of being interested and to act according to their advice. 
Proclamation of Brigadier-General Arnold, formerly Major General in the service of America and now head of a band in the service of Great Britain.
To all the officers and soldiers of the continental army which he claims to seduce.

Having reason to believe that the principles I have avowed in my address to the public of the 7th instant, animated the greatest [part] of this continent, I rejoice in the opportunity I have of inviting you to join his Majesty’s Arms.
His Excellency Sir Henry Clinton has authorized me to raise a corps of cavalry and infantry, who are to be clothed, subsisted, and paid as the other troops are in the British service; and those who bring in horses, arms, or accoutrements, are to be paid their value, or have liberty to sell them: To every non-commissioned officer and private a bounty of three guineas will be given, and as the Commander in Chief is pleased to allow me to nominate the officers, I shall with infinite satisfaction embrace the opportunity of advancing men whose valour I have witnessed, and whose principles are favourable to a union with Britain, and true American liberty.

The rank they obtain in the King’s service will bear a proportion  to their former rank, and the number of men they bring with them. 

It is expected that a Lieutenant-Colonel of cavalry will bring with him, or recruit in a reasonable time, 75 men,

Great as these encouragements must appear to such as have suffered every distress of want of pay, hunger, and nakedness, from the neglect, contempt, and corruption of Congress, they are nothing to the motives which I expect will influence the brave and generous minds I hope to have the honour to command.
I wish to lead a chosen band of Americans to the attainment of peace, liberty, and safety, (the first objects in taking the field) and with them to share in the glory of rescuing our native country from the grasping hand of France, as well as from the ambitious and interested views of a desperate party among ourselves, who in listening to French overtures, and rejecting those from Great Britain, have brought the colonies to the very brink of destruction. 

Friends, fellow soldiers, and citizens, arouse, and judge for yourselves, -- reflect on what you have lost, -- consider to what you are reduced and by your courage repel the ruin that still threatens you.

Your country once was happy, and had the proffered peace been embrace, your last two years of misery had been spent in peace and plenty, and repairing the desolations of a quarrel that would have set the interest of Great Britain and America in its true sight, and cemented their friendship; whereas, you are now the prey of avarice, the scorn of your enemies, and the pity of your friends.
You were promised liberty by the leaders of your affairs; but is there an individual in the enjoyment of it, saving your oppressors? Who among you dare speak, or write what he think, against the tyranny which has robbed you of your property, imprisons your persons, drags you to the field of battle, and is daily deluging your country with your blood?

You are flattered with independency as preferable to a redress of grievances, and for that shadow, instead of real felicity, are sunk into all the wretchedness of poverty by the rapacity of your own rulers. Already are you disqualified to support the pride of character they taught you to aim at, and must inevitably shortly belong to one or other of the great powers their folly and wickedness have drawn into conflict. Happy for you that you may still become the fellow subjects of Great Britain, if you nobly disdain to be the vassals of France. 

What is America now but a land of widows, orphans, and beggars? – and should the parent nation cease her exertions to deliver you. What security remains to you even for the enjoyment of the consolations of that religion for which your fathers braved the ocean, the heathen, and the wilderness?  Do you know that the eye which guides this pen lately saw your mean and profligate Congress at Mass for the soul of a Roman Catholic in Purgatory, and participating in the rites of a Church, against whose antichristian corruptions your pious ancestors would have witnessed with their blood. 

As to you who have been soldiers in the continental army, can you at this day want evidence that the funds of your country are exhausted, or that the managers have applied them to their own private uses? In either case you surely can no longer continue in their service with honour or advantage; yet you have hitherto been their supporters in that cruelty, which, with an equal indifference to your’s, as well as to the labour and blood of others, is devouring a country, that, from the moment you quit their colours, will be redeemed from their tyranny. 

But what need of arguments to such as feel infinitely more misery than tongue can express. I therefore only add my promise of the most affectionate welcome and attention to all who are disposed to join me in the measures necessary to close the scene of our afflictions, which, intolerable as they are, must continue to increase until we have the wisdom (shown of late by Ireland) in being contented with the liberality of the Parent Country, who still offers her protection, with the immediate restoration of our ancient privileges, civil and sacred, and a perpetual exemption from all taxes, but such as we shall think fit to impose on ourselves.

This broadside is characteristic of its author. It claims his treachery by slandering the respectable body which, by drawing him out of the void where the obscurity of his birth should have buried his little being forever, rewarded him with the prize of honor, a few acts of rashness. Such is the fatal impotence of the British that these proud and contemptuous warriors today place at their head, an object so worthy of the true soldier’s and the honest man’s scorn. But let us not be surprised, they already numbered savages and negroes among their colonels. 
The Philadelphia Gazette confirms, by the authenticity of Congress, the news of Ferguson’s defeat, the noted partisan. It is reported that 3,000 Carolina militiamen commanded by Colonels Camvell, Cleveland, Shelly, Seveet, Brandon, Lacey & Williams, pursuing him on his march toward the city of Charlotte, attacked him at King’s Mountain; and despite the advantage of the location, forced the enemy to surrender after a battle of 47 minutes. Their dead total 150 men, including Ferguson himself, and many other officers. The number of prisoners is 810 men. Colonel Ferguson had a total of 1400 men under him, including Major Chronicle and Colonel William who was mortally wounded.
This strike reduces the preceding advantages of the British in this province to very little and it saps the bases of their endeavors.

Portsmouth November 13

A ship with 14 cannons arrived in this port from Portugal, loaded with wine and destined for New York. The French frigate Hermionne commanded by M. de la Touche captured her.

We learn from a deserter from New York that General Arnold, failing to lure our good American soldiers with his proclamation, was obliged to content himself with the command of the Tory refugees in this town. He was supposed to board ship at their head to execute an incursion in Virginia. We hope that he will receive there the same honors given to his effigy in Philadelphia.
Philadelphia October 31

Letters from the Cape notify us that 20 French vessels have returned to the port here after completing their mission which was to convoy a merchant fleet from different ports of our islands to a certain latitude.

His excellency, Chevalier de la Luzerne, Plenipotentiary minister of France to the United States of America, arrived at his hotel in this town last Sunday, returning from a meeting with the heads of the two allied armies. 

The two corsairs, the Holker and the Fair American, which different reports gave as either captured or lost, have entered the river after a span of ten weeks. This cruise destined for Charlestown, South Carolina, captured four richly charged prizes. 
Hartford October 31

The general assembly of this province ordered the cancellation of public credit notes printed by the state since last January first, as soon as they return to the treasury and it appointed a standing committee for this purpose. These measures are not only a pledge of the government’s exactness in fulfilling its obligations but also a proof of the adoption of sound politics, to establish public credit on the sole principles that can maintain it: an exact payment. This payment can only be made by a proportional tax (sufficient only to assure ourselves and our posterity the undeniable goods which are the object of our present struggle) and which, at worst, could never be equal to the those which Great Britain would certainly charge each generation if it succeeds in conquering us. 
His excellency President Huntington was elected the new President of Congress for next year.

General Greene resigned the Quartermaster General to take command of the army of the South. 

A packet vessel recently  arrived from New York brings the following news: to wit that the trial of Lord Gordon was deferred to the month of November. That 21 Russian and Swedish warships appeared in Plymouth Sound which greatly alarmed the inhabitants of these coasts. That Sir Hugh Pallisser is to command a squadron of 8 ships of the line to reinforce Sir Rodney in the islands of South America. That the Count d’Estaing was appointed supreme commander of all the naval and military forces to be used in the secret French expedition against the British. And that Mr. Bull was appointed to the government of South Carolina. 
Boston November 9

A letter from Colonel G.R. Clarke to the governor of Virginia, dated Louisville August 22, 1780, says that about 1000 men, with sufficient artillery penetrated Indian lands, destroyed their habitations at Chillicothe and Piqua, and defeated more than 300 warriors from different Shawnee, Mingo, Wyandotte, & Delaware tribes.

An individual from this town, whose son is named Arnold, made a request of the assembly where he complained of this misfortune & asks that he be permitted to change his name to a more reputable one.
