Melody Ruffin Ward, from the faculty of Rhode Island College, will
choreograph a piece set to music by Nina Simone. Providence College’s resident choreographer, Associate Professor
Wendy Oliver uses slides from the Sequoia National Forest in her dance and the music of the Australian group Outback
and new age jazz pianist Liz Story. From the collection of the American Dance Legacy Institute, the Company will present
the Etude of modern dancer Jose Limon, whose choreographic principles of weight, fall and recovery established a new
technique in the mid-20" Century.
