Betsy Miller’s piece Letters from Gaza set to a haunting
score by Djivan Gasparyan and Osvaldo Golijav is a response to the destruction of war and an affirmation of the
hope for humanity; Dr. Wendy Oliver will contribute a dance set to an original score composed by Michael
Kregler of the Music Dept. at PC and performed live with cello, flute, and piano.

The production will be under the direction of Dr. Oliver, who heads the Dance Company of 24 students, ranging
from first year students to seniors. The performance will consist of a variety of dance styles.
