NOTE ON THE PLAY

"1776" is a completely original landmark
which is bound to influence the American
musical for years to come, What authors :
Sherman Edwards and Peter Stone have done is J
to take a familiar moment in history and turn
it into an intensely moving, wonderfully human
drama--and they've done it by using the same
historical facts which most of us skipped over
hurridly on our way through U,S. history,

In their notes accompanying the script,
the authors assure us that the "1776" story is
true; that the events and characters, and even
many of the lines, are drawn from journals and
diaries, the letters and newspaper accounts of
the day. Thomas Jefferson did give the weather
report each day (and spoke very little during
the sessions) and he did play the violin,

Adams did describe himself as "obnoxious and
disliked“thand he did foresee the celebration

of July 4 marked by fireworks, parades and
speeches ("Is Anybody There?"), Abigail did

ask him to write "with sentimental effusion”

as she remained in Massachusetts to raise the
children, tend to the farm--and make saltpetre. !
Dickinson did lead the fight against indepen-
dence, and Rutledge did argue for states’ J
rights,

Of course, some of the characters and events
were left out, and a few events (such as the
signing itself) were altered for the sake of
dramatic effect. But "1776" is our history, our
common heritage. The Providence College Theatre
Arts Program is proud to share this joyful
experience with you.
