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CREATING DIGITAL HUMANITIES:
FACULTY-LIBRARY PARTNERSHIPS IN
HUMANITIES KNOWLEDGE CREATION

Summary

As the title indicates, the themes of this paper are both process/es (creating) and product/s
(digital humanities). We digitize humanities resources and make them (together with born-
digital materials) openly available in maximally usable, manipulable collections. Faculty-
library partnerships provide robust, impactful mechanisms and models for creating digital
humanities resources for teaching, learning and research (TLR).

Keywords: internet, digitization, humanities

The development of the World Wide Web in the mid-1990’s constituted a tidal change
for academic TLR and for academic libraries. Resultant to the exponential development of
scanning, digitizing, OCRing (optical character recognition), digital repository and “mark-
up” (especially XML/TEI — Text Encoding Initiative) tools and resources, we are now at a
indelible watermark in “knowledge creation,” which Dr. Gregory Crane of Tufts University
refers (private communication with Dr. Jean-Claude Guédon, Université de Montréal) to
as Digital Incunabula, the cradle of digital scholarship, likening the emerging era to the
dawn of grand publishing and dissemination of knowledge after December 31, 1501.

From my higher-education library research, travel, speaking and consultations
(North America, Western and Central Europe, the UK, East Asia), I have developed a gen-
eral hypothesis, a rule-of-thumb for explaining and suggesting futures, strategic directions
for academia and the academic library. Academia and the academic library are evolving
rapidly and inexorably into the digital realm. Whereas, in 2012 the “physical” constitutes

70% of the whole of academia, of the academic library, and the “virtual/ digital” consti-
tutes ca. 30%, in 2022 the “physical” will constitute ca. 30% of the whole, while the “vir-
tual/ digital” will constitute ca. 70% of the whole. The “physical” will not diminish from its
current size and capacity (although its “bricks- and- mortar” growth will likely slow to a
crawl), but only in relative percentage of the whole. The physical (“bricks- and- mortar”)
emphasizes high- touch, face- to- face, synchronous, paper/ print and microform. The virtu-
al/ digital emphasizes high- tech, remote, asynchronous, electronic, multimedia, dynamic,
hyperlinked.

As academia and the academic library evolve exponentially and inexorably into digi-
tal, by 2022 the total of academia and the academic library will have increased ca. 230%:
the physical will remain approximately the same size but constitute only ca. 30% of the
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whole, while the virtual/ digital will constitute ca. 70% of the whole but will have increased
by ca. 130%, such that academia/ the academic library of 2022 will constitute ca. 230% of
its current 2012 size and capacity.

In a 2004 monograph, Digital Scholarship in the Tenure, Promotion and Review Pro-
cess, David Staley asked prescient questions (239-246): What if computers fall out of fash-
1on [no evidence]? What if digital work becomes invisible and routine [significant evidence]?
What if digital scholarship migrates out of the University [significant evidence, whenever
the University proves unwilling or inordinately timid]? What if technology enables a digi-
tal university [evidence abounds from iTunes University, MIT Open Courseware, MITx,
AcademicEarth, and many more]? What if the Academy accepts radically new forms of
scholarship [evidence abounds]? Eight years later, the responses to these questions have
become clear and convincing evidence of the inexorable “maturing of the digital academy.”

In the era of Digital Incunabula, academia and the academic library retain all of the
resources, facilities, services, facilities of their traditional physical, high- touch incarna-
tions, but they add and seamlessly integrate prodigious and every- increasing quantities
and variations of virtual/ digital resources, services and “facilities”. This paper documents:
1. how humanities collections are being digitized and published in open- access- compliant
repositories; 2. how faculty-library partnerships provide mechanisms and models for cre-
ating these digital humanities resources for TLR; and 3. how individual faculty, libraries
and institutions lead in developing models of knowledge creation in the digital humanities.
Myriad digital humanities resources are available on the open Web (see selected list be-
low), where interested digital humanists may discover models, resources and a supportive
intellectual community. This paper guides digital humanist novices into the realm of the
mature digital humanist.

What are the digital humanities? Since 2009, many digital humanists have offered
definitions for the Day of Digital Humanities (http://dayofdh2012.artsrn.ualberta.ca/dh/,
http://tapor.ualberta.ca/taporwiki/index.php/How_do_you_define_Humanities_Comput-
ing_/_Digital_Humanities%3F). We offer here a working definition: digital humanities are
the process- to- product for digitized and born- digital data, artifacts, files, images, audio
files, video files, publications, etc., which serve academics, intellectuals, scholars (novice to
senior) in the work of their TLR processes, intellectual scaffoldings, musings, products and
collections. Digital humanities add to, and seamlessly integrate with, traditional print hu-
manities. The digital humanities are first an environment, an integral format: the digital,
the electronic, accessible any time, any place, linked (hyperlinked) and enhanced/ “marked-
up” with XML/TEI (text- encoding), creating digital semantic tags/ hooks (e.g., personal
name), which can then be manipulated, connected, integrated, transmutated, permutated,
to bring multifaceted dynamism, connectedness, interconnectedness to bits of data (micro-
data to macro- data), e.g., words/ phrases, multimedia, sounds, shapes, colors, geo- loca-
tions, textual proximities, etc.

Creating digital humanities includes and involves both process /es and product/s.
The processes: consciously, explicitly, strategically tracking, studying, communicating
with, collaborating with faculty and other humanists in their scholarly environments, in
their work- flows: including novice /student- to senior- scholar humanists; assisting in re-
search, data collection and storage, processing- to- product, publishing (in digital reposito-
ries); collaborating to plan and put on conferences. The products: collaborating to publish
e-journals; collaborating to build Websites; collaborating to create, build curricular materi-
als. Some exemplary products (in addition to proprietary products, e.g., Eighteenth Century
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Collections Online, Early English Books Online, Electronic Enlightenment, Early American
Imprints, Early American Newspapers, et al), are described below, emanating from Provi-
dence College faculty- library collaborative partnerships.

Providence College library’s Digital Publishing Services (DPS) have partnered with

humanities faculty in Latin American Studies, Modern Languages, English and History
to create useful and usable collections. These DPS-faculty models demonstrate opportu-
nities commonly and readily available throughout higher education. These collaborative,
synergistic partnerships create scaffolding for particular projects, create new perspectives,
knowledge and modes of visualizing the target content knowledge area (e.g., Latin Ameri-
can Studies) and adapt these for use by faculty in other target content knowledge areas
(e.g., prose poetry, history). These projects provide enhanced access (open-Web access),
open-access- compliant, and novel interpretations and presentations of content knowledge,
which serve as models for other curricular intellectual initiatives.
Using institutional repository (IR) platforms, mid- to high-level knowledge of TEI modules
and elements (Text-Encoding-Initiative to explicate the original resources), and collabora-
tive strategies, higher education library professionals and teaching faculty facilitate, de-
velop, and sustain rich projects.

1.1 Project: Spanish- English Glossary

Project: Collaboratively Creating a Digital Spanish- English Glossary for Spanish
Golden Age Literature. Focus: Spanish Golden Age Literary Texts.
Activities: Students & faculty closely read and engage texts, which have been TEI- en-
coded by the library Digital Publishing Services staff. Each student or pair of students pur-
sues several words or phrases with the approval of the faculty; the students electronically
search for their term/ s or phrase/ s within the text and using the authoritative Diccionario
de Autoridades provide an annotated definition for each occurrence of the term or phrase
within the particular context. The cumulative annotated definitions constitute a context-
specific glossary for the literary work. The cumulative glossary is available to each ensu-
ing cohort of student researchers. Over several semesters, the faculty move their students
through more and more literary texts, creating a growing “canon” of Spanish Golden Age
literature with a fine, granular contextual glossary of terms and phrases. The ongoing proj-
ect was initiated by faculty from the Foreign Language Studies Department. The digital
glossary consists of selected words and phrases from the most commonly studied literary
texts of the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries, whose meanings and multiple connota-
tions reflect important linguistic and cultural concepts. The digital glossary is organized in
such a way that the specific English definition is given in each instance where the Spanish
word appears, and users are able to compare and contrast immediately the word’s distinct
semantic functions throughout the text.
Students gain firsthand experience doing the type of “close- reading” research, which schol-
ars in the humanities do: consulting primary source materials from the time period, evalu-
ating the accuracy of different published editions and translations, applying critical read-
ing skills and deciding on the most precise, appropriate meaning for a word in its specific
context. Additionally, they are introduced to new computational tools with which to engage
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texts in order to foster original paper and project ideas.
1.2  Project: Dorr Rebellion

Historical note: The Dorr Rebellion of 1842 was an attempt by Thomas Wilson Dorr
to bring voting rights to all men of Rhode Island.

Initiated through discussions with a faculty member from the Providence College
History Department, the Dorr Rebellion project began with a short documentary film about
the rebellion and its significance. Those interviewed in the film represent regional and
international Dorr scholars and Dorr materials collectors. In the initial phase of the proj-
ect, the centerpiece was the documentary film. The site hosting the documentary aggre-
gates links to local and distributed collections and artifacts (e.g., political broadsides, im-
ages, personal accounts and Dorr correspondence) and scholarship. Dorr correspondence
was TEI encoded incorporating additional access to scanned originals and mechanisms for
viewing and zooming. Providence College faculty also work with local high school educa-
tors promoting the Dorr site as an online educational tool, which is used when studying the
Dorr Rebellion and as a supplementary resource. Project page
http:/library.providence.edu/dps/projects/dorr/index.html;documentary
http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=qvSnU0T5Kzg&feature=youtu.be&noredirect=1;

1.3 Project: John Greenleaf Whittier Collection Project

An English Department faculty member donated the John Greenleaf Whittier collec-
tion, which includes personal correspondence, newspapers containing various poems and
writings by Whittier, souvenir programs, cabinet cards, sheet music, autographs and an
auction catalog of Whittier’s personal book collection. Additional materials include ephem-
era, such as flyers and news clippings, along with memorial service materials commemo-
rating Whittier’s passing.

The project homepage aggregates locally created digital surrogates of select collec-
tion materials and provides links to internal and external Whittier collections and collec-
tion descriptions. Digitization of the local collection continues in order to provide greater
open access for TLR.

An embedded video interview series with a faculty expert explores different aspects
of Whittier’s life and work, and highlights collection materials where appropriate: 1) Intro-
duction to Whittier and the Collection; 2) Whittier as an Abolitionist; 3) Whittier’s Support
of Women Writers; 4) Whittier as Poet of American Rural Life; 5) Musical Settings of Whit-
tier’'s Poems; and 6) Whittier and 19th-century American Book History. Creation of the lec-
ture series continues. Additionally the site provides access to locally transcribed, encoded
and displayed Whittier letters with mechanisms for viewing and zooming into the scanned
original.

1.4 Project: Inti

Inti: Revista de literatura hispanica was founded by Dr. Roger B. Carmosino, Profes-
sor in the Modern Language Studies Department, in November 1974 at the University of
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Connecticut, Storrs, USA. Since then, and without interruption, Inti has been publishing
the results of academic research in all areas of Latin American and Spanish Peninsular
letters. It has also been a vehicle for creative writing from the Hispanic world.

The online edition of Inti published in Digital Commons, Providence College, pro-
vides back issues of the journal in a freely available edition. Beginning with the very first
issue, back issues of Inti are being digitized and added on a regular basis (issues 1/1974-
39/1994 to date). An additional complementary Website has been developed as a promo-
tional and marketing tool for current issues with content highlights and contributor spot-
lights, including multimedia. http://digitalcommons.providence.edu/inti/

1.5 Project: The Prose Poem Journal.

The Prose Poem: An International Journal began publication in 1992 as an anthol-
ogy of prose poetry from around the world. Edited by Dr. Peter Johnson, Professor of Eng-
lish at Providence College, Providence, RI, nine volumes of The Prose Poem were published
over the next decade. A collected volume, The Best Of The Prose Poem: An International
Journal, was published in 2000 by Providence College and White Pine Press. The Prose
Poem ceased publication in 2000. Providence College Digital Publishing Services digitized,
OCR’d, and published all issues of the journal, which is now enjoying a renaissance of in-
terest due in great part to its full, open visibility and access to the international scholarly
community. http://digitalcommons.providence.edu/prosepoem/

2. In Conclusion:

While the sciences (STEM, earth, natural) have long settled into the “e-science”
realm, the humanities and the qualitative social sciences have remained skeptical of the
move to digital, resisted the tide of digital transformation, and only since 2008/2009 (the
first Day of Digital Humanities was celebrated in 2009) have significant numbers of hu-
manists warmed to the notion and potential of digital humanities. Early adopters (e.g., Dr.
Gregory Crane, Dr. Jean- Claude Guédon, et al) in North America, the UK and Europe
have brought digital humanities into the major scholarly arenas.

This paper introduces the lay reader to the digital humanities and evidences readily
available structures and mechanisms for creating digital humanities, for complementing
more traditional print-based humanities structures and mechanisms common to “the print
academy”. The digital humanities both complement, and integrate seamlessly with, the
print humanities, resulting in enormously increased visibility and accessibility of the rich
resources, both print and digital.

The two digitized (born print- only) and OCR’ed scholarly journals described in this
paper, The Prose Poem Journal and Inti, have both garnered greatly increased visibility
and attention from the international scholarly community as evidenced through statisti-
cal data of quanity scholarly downloads in the digital repository, citations and a recent
invitation to participate in JSTOR. Downloads of Inti have doubled in the last 9 months
(downloads from Digital Commons usage reports: as of September 2011 there were a total
of 43,739 Inti downloads from the Digital Commons site; as of June 28, 2012, there have
been 76,038 Inti downloads from the Digital Commons site, downloads of Inti have nearly
doubled in less than a year). JSTOR (part of www.ithaka.org) recently contacted us at
Providence College requesting inclusion of Inti in the JSTOR resource base; JSTOR will
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re-digitize the entire journal run since 1942, providing it to the JSTOR scholarly world
community, while we at Providence College will complete our in-house digitization and
continue to provide it via our open-access Digital Commons repository. The faculty- library
partnership at Providence College has also brought the journal Inti into our digital “pub-
lishing house” (the current issue has been created 100% in-house- editorial collection and
review, design, formatting, etc.), foregoing earlier costly and time-consuming processes of
out-sourced publishing. The faculty- library collaboration continues the stream of faculty
scholarship begun in 1974, facilitates simultaneous print and digital access, and stream-
lines the entire publication process via in-house resources of Providence College’s Digital
Publishing Services. Our next goal is to complete the transformation to a digital- only, fully
open-access Inti as a model for capturing and disseminating Providence College’s intellec-
tual capital for maximal impact at minimal cost.
