On Wednes-
day there wil l be a Mass and general 
Communion in honor of the living 
benefactors of the College. This Mass 
usually held on the feast of St. Thomas 
Aquinas, was postponed because of 
the dedication of the new dormitory. 

Mass will be offered daily at nine 
o'clock and will be followed immedi-
ately by a sermon. The second con-
ference. opening with the recitation 
of the Rosary, will be held approxi-
mately a half hour after the first. 
After another half hour interval, the 
third conference will be held, followed 
by Benediction of the Blessed Sacra-
ment. Confessions will be heard after 
all conferences and at any other time 
a student may request. The general 
Communion will be observed at the 
nine o'clock Mass on Wednesday. 

Attendance at every conference is 
compulsory for every Catholic Stu-
dent of the college. A definite seat has 
been assigned to each, and attendance 
will be checked by the Dean. Non-
Cafholic students are invited to attend 
and seats will be reserved for them 
in the rear of the auditorium. The 
Easter recess begins immediately after 
the retreat and will continue until 
Thursday. March 28. 

Father Williams, a member of the 
class of '28, is the first alumnus of the 
College to return and preach a re-
treat to the students. After his ordi-
nation in 1933. Father Williams spent 
one year at St. Rose's Priory at 
Springfield. Ky., and the Sacred Heart 
Church in Jersey City. At present he 
is assigned to Eastern mission band 
with headquarters at St. Mary's in 
New Haven. Conn.

Opponents Included Ford-
ham, Boston College, 
Colgate and Holy Cross 

(This is the second in a series of 
articles dealing with the gridiron 
history of Providence College, from 
the time of its inception as 
a varsity sport to the present 
day—Ed. Note.)

The y e a r 1924, w h e n f ans t h e coun-
try over w e r e t e l l ing of the f ea t s of 
a sor re l - topped w o n d e r f r o m t h e Uni -
versi ty of Il l inois, one, Haro ld (Red ) 
Grange. P r o v i d e n c e Col lege had a 
scoring b r i l l i an t of its own. T h e p lay-
er. J a c k Triggs , 198-pound fu l l back , 
was a m o n g t h e l eade r s in the East . 
Others w h o c o n t r i b u t e d cons ide rab ly 
to t h e F r i a r cause tha t y e a r w e r e Ed 
Wholey, d r o p - k i c k i n g special is t ; F r a n k 
Ward, J i m McGeough , and T o m Dela-
ney. 

D u r i n g t h e '24 campa ign , the Black 
and Whi t e accoun ted f o r f o u r vic-
tories, d ropped five verd ic t s , and w e r e 
tied once. T h e mos t n o t e w o r t h y pe r -
fo rmance of t h e y e a r w a s a 67-0 win 
over t h e Cooper Un ion e leven of N e w 
York City. T h e 67 m a r k e r s st i l l s tand 
as a r ecord one -game scor ing m a r k 
in t h e a n n a l s of F r i a r va r s i t y foot-
ball. T h e t w o toughes t r iva l s on t h e 
schedule w e r e t h e l a t e Ma j . F r a n k 
W. C a v a n a u g h ' s Boston Col lege aggre -
gation, led by t h e p o p u l a r C h u c k 
Darling, and Dick H a r l o w e ' s Colgate 
Red Raiders . Bo th of t hese contes t s 
ended in d e f e a t fo r t h e Hugg ins -
coached f o r c e s — t h e f o r m e r . 47-0, and 
the l a t t e r , 42-0. 

T h r e e y e a r s a f t e r p l a y i n g t h e i r 

first va r s i ty encoun te r , t he F r i a r s em-
b a r k e d upon a schedu le which today 
wou ld be classed as l i t t le shor t of 
"suic ide ' ' f o r a t e a m of the Black 
and Whi te ' s cal ibre . The list of op-
ponents , in o rder , inc luded F o r d h a m . 
Holy Cross, Boston College, Colgate. 
Boston Univers i ty , Spr ingf ie ld , and 
St. Johns . 1925 s a w a new m e n t o r a t 
t he helm. Arch ie Golembesk i of Holy 
Cross w a s appo in ted to succeed Coach 
F red Huggins , who res igned du r ing the 
l a t t e r pa r t of the p rev ious year . It 
was also in the y e a r '25 tha t Prov i -
dence ins t i tu ted the p r o g r a m of spr ing 
dril ls . 

T h e su ic ide schedu le had a te l l ing 
e f f ec t upon t h e f o r t u n e s of the Smi th 
Hil lers . The season was looked upon 
as h ighly disastrous. What was p rob-
ably the i r best e f fo r t w a s the i r abi l i ty 
to hold F o r d h a m at 6-all un t i l t h e 
last fou r m i n u t e s of p lay w h e n the 
New Y o r k e r s ta l l ied 14 poin ts to win 
20-6. T h e only P r o v i d e n c e vic tory of 
the campa ign was cha lked up agains t 
St. John , 14-6. 

Vincent (Chuck) Connors , 145 
pounds of dynami t e , a center , was 
e lected to cap ta in the F r i a r g r ids te rs 
in 1927. Chuck , w i t h t h r ee yea r s of 
vars i ty expe r i ence beh ind him, con-
t inued to display t h e t y p e of pe r -
f o r m a n c e which would g ladden the 
hea r t of any coach.

Careers In Blaze of 
Glory 

The F r i a r basketeers , depr ived of 
v ic tory in prev ious in t ra -s ta te compe-
tit ion. d r e w the d rapes on the 1939-40 
campaign a f t e r a very successful last 
act in which they took the measu re 
of a h igh ly - favored Brown aggrega-
tion, 48-39, at t he Marvel gym last 
Sa tu rday night. 

The 1500 fans who witnessed the 
encounter , saw two systems, almost 
identical, vieing fo r top honors. Both 
fo rms of manouve r ing were of the 
s low-moving var ie ty , w i th the F r i a r s 
employing the s lower of the two and 
real izing g rea te r d iv idends as a re-
sult . 

P rov idence did not m a k e the mis-
take of d iverg ing f r o m its own type 
of play, an e r ror which cost t he F r i a r s 
n u m e r o u s victor ies dur ing the cam-
paign. They s ta r ted wi th the i r slow 
b r e a k and p e r f o r m e d in t h a t m a n n e r 
t h roughou t the contest despi te the 
c ropping up of condi t ions which would 
ord inar i ly fos ter t endenc ies to change 
the i r stye. 

The Bears took command at the 
outset on Capt . H a r r y P la t t ' s one-
handed heave f r o m outs ide the foul 
line, and a f t e r Prov idence ' s Kwas -
niewski kno t t ed the count a t 2-2, 
Brown took over again and remained 
out f r o n t th rough the f i rs t half , at 
the end of which they held a 17-15 
advantage . 

However , t he last half took on a 
new shade as both clubs bat t led nip-
and- tuck unt i l the last th ree minu te s 
of play, w h e n the Fr iars , con t inu ing 

to t ake advan tage of all the Bruins ' 
mistakes, took the lead position fo r 
keeps, increasing thei r advan tage as 
the end d rew near . 

Subs t i tu te J i m Leo, who w a s in-
jec ted into the contest b e f o r e the con-
clusion of the f i r s t half , w a s the 
shining l ight in the Prov idence vic-
tory, ga rner ing 18 points, and proving 
o therwise bo thersome to the Dar t -
mouth-conquer ing Bears. 

Big Joe Kwasniewski , who ga thered 
14 markers , pu t on a display of long 
range shooting, the l ike of which has 
seldom been equal led on the B r o w n 
court . All of Kwasn iewsk i ' s two-
pointers were regis tered on long tosses 
which ru f f l ed the ne ts w i thou t any 
he lp f rom the back boards. 

The fou r remain ing Black and White 
pe r fo rmer s who saw action w e r e by 
no means less conspicuous in account-
ing for the victory. S teve Fa l lon and 
Beryl Sacks, forwards , t u rned in cred-
i table pe r fo rmances as p lay maker s .

(Continued f rom Page 3) 
halves of the Prov idence-Manha t tan 
game. One can see the p laque w h e r e 
it was erected at the f lag pole on 
Hendr icken Field. 

Chris t ian (Red) Cagle, probably the 
greatest back in the his tory of West 
point, was ins t rumenta l in Army ' s 44-0 
win over a F r i a r team which was not 
outgamed. Two other contests dur ing 
the year , which preceded the unfo r -
tuna te Wall S t ree t landslide, we re a 
41-0 beat ing by Temple and an im-
pressive 18-7 victory over a s trong 
Manha t t an eleven. 

Capt. Mickey Foster led the Fr ia r s 
against two wel l -known newcomers on 
the Smith Hillers ' 1930 schedule. One 
of the pair was Duquesne, which fin-
ished the season jus t passed among 
the top-f l ight teams in the nat ion. The 
second was Dar tmouth , one of the 
East 's powerhouses. The Duquesne af-
fa i r ended in a 15-6 verdict in favor 
of the Pennsylvania aggregation, whi le 
the game wi th the Indians f r o m Han-
over was a f ree-scor ing tilt wh ich the 
Red Men won, 33-25. 

With the coming of 1933, came the 
adoption of the th ree -yea r ru l ing in 
athletics, a move which b rought about 
the inst i tut ion of F re shmen athlet ic 
teams.
