The moment lives in his 
mind as if it were yesterday. 
The shot from the perimeter 
was going to fall a foot short. 
One second remained on the 
clock. NC State's Lorenzo 
Charles, however, pounced 
on the errant shot and scored 
befor the clock read :00. It 
was T983, and Jim m y Val- 
vano was head coach of the 
national champions.

Today, Valvano has 
traded his perch from the end 
of the bench to one on press 
row, donning headphones 
and drawing squiggly lines 
on the telestrator. Although 
the pressure of recruiting and 
winning in the competitive 
ACC is gone, Valvano has 
not lost any of his flair or cha­
risma. Asbasketball analyst 
for ABC and ESPN, Jimmy 
V. still maintains a friendly 
relationship with the sport 
he so loves.

Valvano, 45, honed his 
basketball skills for the 
Rutgers Scarlet Knights in the 
sixties. He cracked the coach­
ing ranks in 1969 with Johns 
Hopkins and later coached 
at Bucknell and Iona before 
taking over a disarrayed 
program at NC State in 1980. 
After managing a 14-13 de­
but season, Valvano iguided 
the W olfpack to eight con­
secutive post-season tourna­
ment appearance, including 
the 1983 NCAA champion­
ship. He compiled a career 
record of 34o-212 after 18

seasons on the bench.
Valvano's intensity and 

his effervescent personality 
allowed him to succeed in a 
conference which boasted 
such NBA stars as Michael 
Jordan, Ralph Sam pson, 
James W orthy and Mark 
Price. His talents as a techni­
cian, especially in the big 
games, and his ability to ex­
tract the most from his play-

ers enabled Valvano to Dick 
Vitale, nary an announcin; 
duo could equal their know' 
edge of the college game.

W hen asked about the 
prospect of having Jimmy 
V alvano h ost M id nigh t 
M adness, C oach Barnes 
could hardly hide his excite­
ment. "The one thing I've 
always liked about Jimmy is 
that he can relate," stated 
Barnes. "H e's been on the 
college campus virtually his 
entire life and he knows what 
w e're dealing with.

an announcer, Valvano 
spends countless hours of­
fering his m otivational 
skills to corporations across 
the country. The charitable 
Valvano also offers his time 
and services to civic organi­
zations such as Easter Seals 
and the American Heart 
Association.

But on October 15th, 
Valvano will donate his 
talents to the festivities 
su rro u n d in g  M id nigh t 
Madness. The vivacious 
Valvano should have little 
trouble m otivating our 
eager and awaiting crowd.

^o^Tem^E5rTfi?pasniiree
years, Barnes' Friars' trade­
mark has been a high inten­
sity, pressure defense, a 
strong perimeter game and a 
deep, spirited lineup. With 
the exception of the departed 
but not forgotten, superstar 
Eric Murdock, Barnes has not 
had the luxury of fielding a 
team of All-America, NBA 
material. However, this dis­
advantage has never hin­
dered PC's showings against 
perennial powerhouses such 
as Georgetown, Syracuse or 
St. John's. Part of the reason 
for this is because of the 
unending and boisterous 
effort of the fans. In the past

two seasons, Georgetown 
(twice), Syracuse, St.John's 
and Seton Hall have all en­
tered the Civic Center as Top 
20 teams and left as victims 
of the Friars' perimeter shoot­
ing and the fans' perimeter 
shouting.

Moreover, Barnes would 
like to see those great efforts 
by the Friarm eisters ex­
tended into the nonleague 
portion of PC's schedule, the 
Morgan States and the Lafay- 
ettes of the world. "In  the 
biggest wins we've had, our 
student body has played a 
big part in it, admitted PC's 
grand pooh-bah. "I want the 
students to look at our non­
league gam es and say, 
'YJe've got to get our guys 
ready.'"

So while you're watching 
Dickey Simpkins effortlessly 
sink his sky-hook, or Marvin 
Saddler hauling down a re­
bound or Trent Forbes dish­
ing out a now-you-see-it- 
and-now-you-don't, behind- 
the-back pass, remember that 
these are your Friars. And 
let's help Rick Barnes achieve 
his goal of "having people 
look at our students and 
saying that they're the best 
students in college basket­
ball."
